What is the Scholarship for Academic Excellence?

The Scholarship for Academic Excellence (SAE) will be awarded in 2025 for the 2024-2025
academic year. Pending the appropriation of State funds during the 2025 session of the New
York State Legislature, 8,000 scholarships will be awarded. Of the 8,000 awards, 2,000
scholarships will have a value of $1,500 each and 6,000 scholarships will have a value of $500
each. Winners of this scholarship may concurrently receive any other New York State academic

3. To utilize the benefits of this scholarship, the winner must be in attendance as a full-
time, matriculated student at an approved New York State postsecondary institution by
the Fall 2025 semester. Winners who enroll in an out-of-state institution in Fall 2025 are
