


 

 

 

 

 
 

 

    

When an appeal is submitted, an appeal committee comprised of the school principal as 
chairperson, three teachers (not including the teacher of the student making the appeal), and 
one additional administrator will review the appeal to determine if the student has 
demonstrated the knowledge and skills required under the State Learning Standards. The 
appeal committee may, in its discretion, interview the student or the teacher or Department 
chairperson recommending the appeal. The appeal committee shall review an appeal within 
ten school days of its receipt and make a recommendation to the school superintendent, or
